CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Hollis called the regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

TREASURER REPORT:  No report this month.
REPORT FROM CITY EMPLOYEES/COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN:  Matt Forstrom reported the pavement work on South Miller Street and East Jefferson is done and will start on the alley.  Will start on Elm Street later in the week.  Received the quote on the trees that need to come down on 120 S Olive Street at a cost of around $3,300.00 and a tree on Commercial Street for approximately $2,200.00.  Ryan Kelly reported 						-1-
the police department had 4 ordinance violations and 3 citations.  The radios came in but were $600.00 over the amount approved.  James King reported he has been working on cleaning up the lagoons.  Will also be cleaning out the mechanical screen of silt.

ATTORNEY REPORT:  Kate Carter reported the office is working on various property matters for demolition proceedings.  Working with Mike DeWitte on the main street apartments repair.  The city received the title to 227 E South Street so the city can move forward on the demolition.  
ENGINEER REPORTS:  Justin Reeise was not present at the meeting.  Nothing to report currently other than they are working on the MFT report.  
WATER, SEWER, AND GARBAGE RATES:    There was no committee meeting so this is held over till next month.
BRUSH PICKUP:  Ryan Kelly would like to abolish the program on a weekly basis.  If people don’t follow the ordinance the pile will not be picked up.  Will decide by next April whether to drop the program.
SIDEWALKS:  The original quote that was approved at the last council meeting for $7,250.00 was only half the quote from T & J Builders.  There was a quote on the top of the bid that was for $3,050.00 for a total of $10,300.00.  The bid was originally miss quoted.  Donna Lefler made a motion to rescind the bid of $7,250.00 for T & J Builders for the Jefferson and Miller sidewalks.  Ryan Kelly 2nd, Connie Jacobson absent, motion passed.  Brandon Simpson made a motion to approve the bid from Lufkin Construction for $10,075.00.  Michael Schott 2nd, Connie Jacobson absent, motion passed.  
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WATER CONTRACT KURT DOWNIE:  Kurt brought the contract over and Kate Carter would like the city to approve the written contract.  Kurt was approved to be hired at the August council meeting already.  The council added to line item #3 on the first page to read.  Said Independent Contractor hereby agrees to act as the Certified Water Plant Operator on a contractual basis for the City of Toulon.  Plus added, attach the original proposal of August 12, 2024, to the back of the contract being approved on September 9, 2024.  Michael Schott made a motion to approve the Certified Water System Operator Contract with Kurt Downie as amended to include the City of Toulon’s proposal dated August 12, 2024, which includes a $1,500.00 a month charge and a $50.00 per hour charge for any extra call outs.
